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Spring will be particularly welcome 
this year, after a colder and wetter 
winter than we’ve had in quite some 
time.  Spring always makes us feel 
hopeful and optimistic as we see 
new life returning all around us. 

 

For many of our neighbors the  
struggle to feed their families will 
continue into spring and beyond.  
The jobs picture is a bit better, but 
far too many are still not working or 
working enough hours to be able to 
keep a roof over their heads and 
food in their stomach.   Our food 
pantry agencies still report high 
numbers of first time and returning 
families seeking food assistance.   
The shelters and their recovery           
programs have difficulty freeing up 
space for newcomers as they work 
to find permanent employment for 
their successful program graduates.  
Soup kitchens see growing numbers 
of first timers and families with small 
children, even grandparents bringing 
young children to eat a healthy, 
hearty free meal to stretch their 
funds.  Seniors find their dollar does 
not go as far and welcome a loaf of 

bread, a package of sandwich meat 
or some muffins to stretch their            
resources. 

 

When the Greenville County               
minimum hourly housing wage for a 
2 bedroom apartment is $12.62 and 
the federal minimum wage is $7.25 
an hour it makes it clearer why so 
many families are struggling. 

 

The people our recipient agencies 
are serving would, for the most part, 
be delighted to be able to not have 
to go to the agencies for assistance.  
But for the majority, the work of 
Loaves & Fishes’ volunteers and of 
our partner agencies is the thing that 
allows these neighbors to feed their 
families and gives them hope for 
better days ahead.  Thank you for 
working to provide assistance for 
these families.  It is only through 
your efforts that Loaves & Fishes 
has the impact that it does.
