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Every day in Greenville there are 
organizations that are working to 
assist our neighbors who are                   
experiencing significant challenges 
to provide for the basic needs of 
their families.  Recently we’ve             
experienced two great examples of 
the frequent collaboration among                    
bus inesses  and  nonpro f i t                       
organizations to help feed those 
who are hungry.   

In January the Carolina First                             
Center hosted a large trade show 

that resulted in more than 5,000 
pounds of prepared high quality 
meal food donated to Loaves & 
Fishes and distributed to The             
Salvation Army and Project Host 
Soup Kitchen.  At the end of 
March, US Foodservice and its 
food brokers and vendors donated 
4,000 pounds of fresh produce and 
high quality protein food.  Loaves & 
Fishes picked up this food, The                           
Salvation Army stored it safely 
overnight and helped move some 

of this food to the Triune Mercy 
Center and the Project Host Soup 
Kitchen the following day.                    
Together this amount of food can 
provide about 9,000 meals to those 
in need in Greenville.   

Businesses and nonprofits are  
being challenged to find better 
ways to succeed in meeting our 
missions. Working together, we 
can help our neighbors and do 
more than we could alone.

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If you look around our community 
you can find many groups,                   
organizations and individuals that 
work full time or part time to end 
hunger.  There are soup kitchens, 
emergency food pantries, breakfast 
programs, community and senior 
centers that serve meals.  There are 
people who go to where the                
homeless bed down and hand out 
food and hot coffee.  There are meal 
delivery programs, there are places 
to pick up boxes of food, there are 
organizations that deliver food to 
agencies and there are reduced cost 
purchase programs.  Why isn’t there 
just one group that does it all? 

There isn’t one for a lot of reasons.  
One of the challenges of ending 
hunger is that while hunger occurs 
for each of us on a daily basis,            
hunger with food insecurity (not 
knowing where one of your daily 
meals will come from) is a condition 
that people move in and out of             
according to their circumstances.  If 
you’re working a low wage job and 
just getting by, you can’t take time 
away from your job to get your kids 
and take them somewhere during 
the day for a free meal.  If you don’t 
have transportation, you may not be 
able to get to places to get a food 
box, whether free or low cost.  If 

there isn’t a grocery store or any 
store that sells anything other than 
snacks near where you live, you 
may not be able to purchase                  
groceries and get them home               
without transportation.  If you’re 
home bound you may not even 
know there is a way to have a meal 
delivered to your home.  For one 
group to solve each of these                    
challenges is difficult at best. 

But one thing that all the hunger   
relief groups try to do is to make our 
community aware of the challenge 
on hunger.  Even in this challenging 
time, many people do not believe 
that so many are hungry.   Next time 
you are putting your groceries in the 
trunk of your car, take a look at 
those bags and try to figure out how 
you would carry them all home if you 
had to walk – and hold each of your 
children’s hands at that same time.  
And when someone says they don’t 
believe that there is anyone who is 
hungry in Greenville, invite them to 
ride along on a Loaves & Fishes 
route so they can get a closer look 
at how some of our neighbors               
struggle to feed their family.
